Please would you pray for her as this approaches?  We are working out how we can say some sort of ‘goodbye’ in the current circumstances and given that she has still not completely recovered.

Practical help for the housebound  Are you self isolating and finding it hard to get the help you need?  We have set up a scheme for this and have volunteer Delegates to the Housebound who are able to:

• Shop for food and other essential supplies
• Collect medical prescriptions
• Collect/deliver other essential items or post, excluding money

All our volunteers have an Enhanced Adult DBS check and Safeguarding training for this role.  If you need help with any of these things, please do not hesitate to phone Richard on 8061 2192 and he will pass on your request to the scheme coordinators, Wendy & Mike Harris.  If you know of friends or neighbours in Bishopstoke who need these things, we can help them, too.  And if you have other needs we may be able to help with, please let Richard know.

The Church of England now has a national phone line to bring worship and prayer into people’s homes while church buildings are closed.  It offers music, prayers and reflections as well as full worship services.  The options include hymns, Prayer during the Day and Compline, as well as the weekly Church of England service.  The line is available 24 hours a day on 0800 804 8044 and calls are free.  You may particularly value it if you are not on the internet, and you may like to tell other people you know.  Don’t have too much of a shock when you hear Justin Welby answer the phone – you won’t have to have a conversation!
