Worship for everyone will have a mixture of hymns and songs, and a talk and liturgy suitable for all ages.  We encourage everyone who is online to come along and worship together as far as possible over the summer.

Returning to the church buildings  We are now able to hold some Sunday services with certain procedures in place.  The Church of England has now strongly advised us that face coverings should be worn in church.  When you arrive at church you will need to either wash your hands or put some sanitiser gel on them.  Once you have chosen a seat and sat in it, please stay in that seat.  We are not yet allowed to sing and social distancing of 2 metres has to be maintained unless people are in the same household.  During communion each person will need to come up one by one and this will be in ‘one kind’ (i.e. just the bread).  

We are only doing one service per Sunday at the moment due to the special cleaning requirements, and we need to balance the continuing need for online worship for some people with the needs of others who are able to come to church.
